Job Tax Credits: Opportunity Zone / LDCT / Tier 3: Many of the properties in Down-
town East Point are included in the City’s Opportunity Zone (OZ) which offers $3500 tax cred-
its for a min. of 2 new jobs created within a year. If your business is not in the OZ, but is within
the City’s Less Developed Census Tracts (LDCT), you may qualify for $3500 tax credits (min.
2 jobs created). If your business is not in an OZ or an LDCT, you may still qualify for a $1750
tax credit with a min. of 15 new jobs as a Tier 3 County business. For info, call 404-270-7027.
